SPINPlus is a browser-based service that offers the world’s largest listing of funding opportunities containing over 40,000 federal, state and private funding programs. This portal/database is accessible to all Einstein and Montefiore members from both on and off campus locations. Additionally, SPINPlus allows you to create and save your targeted funding search-lists to receive automated funding updates and alerts.

OGS Updates: 
· This a reminder that you need to change your email address in eRA Commons. Please follow the following steps:
1. Log in to the eRA Commons portal;
1. Click on the Personal Profile tab (on the top bar);
1. Click on Name and ID icon;
1. Then click on the Edit button on right;
1. Change your email address in the email address box; and
1. Then save (button on top right) 

· We have upgraded our Cayuse and you can log in both to Proposals 424 and Cayuse SP using the URL https://einstein.cayuse424.com/ Your single sign in log in user ID must be in all lower case. Below are a few tips for submitting applications smoothly:
1. Tell your coinvestigators or sub-awardees to use the web portal at www.Subawards.com to develop budgets if you are using subcontractors or sub-awardees in your proposals;
2. Please make sure to use proper margins 0.5” all around when you create PDF or if you receive PDFs from others;
3. Make sure that key personnel in all subawardees have eRA Commons ID and those are entered correctly;
4. Ensure that the internal key personnel are correctly affiliated with new Einstein and their roles are correct;
5. Try to submit the proposal a day early even it is not complete. This way you will be able to determine what is missing or anything is wrong administratively. You will be able to submit a revised/corrected application as many time as you want up to the deadline without any penalties;
· Below are a few tips and procedures for submit information in ASSIST. Please make sure that you log in to Albert Einstein College of Medicine without the Inc. at the end.
1. Paste the link provided in the browser if have received one. This will take you to the ASSIST/HSS landing page.
1. Enter your eRA Commons ID and password > login. This will take you to the HSS landing page. There are navigation buttons on the left panel and 2 tabs in the center of the screen. The default is the summary tab, which provides some basic information about the submission. For data entry you will need to select the “HSCT post submission tab.”
1. Click on the edit button and then select “add new study.”
1. Input the requested data, and save. (Save and release.)
1. When ready to submit, select “return to summary” on the navigation panel and then “update submission status”. This will open a dialog box with a drop-down menu – select “ready to submit.”
1. The AOR will be notified and will submit the data.

DoD Update
· It is now the policy of CDMRP that women and individuals from minority groups be included in all CDMRP-funded clinical research studies, unless there is a clear, justifiable rationale that it is inappropriate with respect to the health of the subjects or the purpose of the research.  As specified in the policy, applicants will be required to include a strategy for the inclusion of women and minorities in all clinical research (e.g., studies involving human subjects or identifiable human bio-specimens or datasets) and submit an anticipated enrollment table(s) with the proposed enrollment distributed on the basis of sex/gender, race, and ethnicity at the time of proposal submission.
