· Grant Writing Workshop: Designing a Successful Grant Proposal: This session is scheduled for March 9, 2022. Rigor and reproducibility will be addressed within the context of the research plan. Major pitfalls to avoid, language use and structuring of the various sections will also be presented through examples. Dr. Saha will cover Einstein internal processes for grant submission.
